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In the last year, IGPA has worked to contribute to the
    public debate through research and public engagement
activities on the issues that will shape the future of the
nation, Illinois and our communities.

       The 2004 presidential election is likely to be one of the
most defining events in recent U.S. history. Sharp
differences separate the electorate and the political parties
on economic and health policies, but the most contentious
issue is the U.S. role in the world. The vulnerability to
terrorist attack dramatically altered the security doctrines
that have guided our country since World War II. Following
September 11, the Bush administration adopted a new
doctrine of unilateral, preemptive, military action and
placed strong emphasis on homeland security.

IGPA contributed to the public discussion of national security and homeland
defense through the Craig Bazzani Lecture in Public Affairs, which focused on the
role of America in the world. IGPA and the Arms Control, Disarmament and
International Security Program (ACDIS) co-sponsored a conference on
Multilateralism, funded by the McArthur Foundation. IGPA’s Regional Institute for
Community Policing held training programs for state and local officials on homeland
security. IGPA faculty also conducted an opinion poll on the attitudes of African
Americans toward American foreign policy and presented the results at a meeting of
African American civic leaders at the United Nations.

The U.S. and Illinois economies continued to perform poorly. The Illinois state
government experienced the worst fiscal crisis since the Great Depression, which led
to sharp cuts in state spending. The recession and competition from other countries
hit especially hard on manufacturing in the Midwest. Major airlines also struggled to
survive under deregulation and the economic downturn. In response to these issues,
IGPA produced a Critical Issues Paper on “State Fiscal Crises.” IGPA faculty gave
lectures and provided information on state budgets and the economy in Illinois and
the nation. Faculty also wrote an op-ed piece on the impact of budget cuts on higher
education and an analysis of the future of the airline industry.

Health and social welfare remain as major domestic policy issues. The health care
system experienced dramatic new cost increases, while the number of uninsured rose
to 45 million. Social policy shifted from an emphasis on welfare to work supports,
such as child care, earned income tax credits, and job training. IGPA partnered with
the Center for Advanced Study at UIUC on a year-long set of seminars and
conferences and is producing an edited book on the intersection of health and social
welfare. The College of Nursing and IGPA sponsored a conference on the nurse
staffing shortage. IGPA faculty wrote policy papers on Medicaid and state budgets
and devoted an issue of Policy News to health care.

The institute, its faculty, and service units have provided policy knowledge and
training in an effort that, hopefully, has a positive influence on the positions of
candidates, parties, and the electorate. It will continue this effort in the coming year.
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CPRD/IGPA Brown Bag Seminar on Qualified Candidates
Donna Camp and Susan Hartter of The Center for Prevention Research and

Development(CPRD), and Peter Mulhall, director of CPRD, organized a CPRD/IGPA
Brown Bag Seminar on February 19 discussing “Illinois Principals: Instructional
Leaders or Endangered Species?”

The seminar addressed whether or not Illinois faced a statewide or regional
shortage of qualified principal candidates, what factors influenced an individual’s
decision to become a principal, and what could be done to retain high-quality
principals and increase the pool of principal candidates. In addition, results of a
statewide study using multiple research methods were presented.

CAS Health Care Insurance Presentation
IGPA Director Jack Knott and Professor Elizabeth Powers gave a Center for

Advanced Study presentation on health care insurance on October 22, 2003. Knott
focused on health insurance in different countries in the Organization for Economic
Cooperation and Development with particular emphasis on how different insurance
schemes affect the cost of and access to health care. “I compared publicly integrated
systems in the United Kingdom and Scandinavia with the social insurance systems of
Western Europe and Japan. These two types of systems were then compared with
private market systems in the United States and Australia,” said Knott. Powers
discussed health care consumption in the United States. She examined how
individuals pay for health care, through private co-payments, out-of-pocket, third-
party payers, and government; who does not have health insurance; and who pays
for the health care consumption of the uninsured.

CAS/MILLERCOMM 2004 Lecture Series
From the Harlem Renaissance to the unpredictability of science, the CAS/

MillerComm events of 2004 provided a wide range of lecture topics. IGPA is one of
the series’ sponsors. Lectures were scheduled from February 23 to May 5, with a total
of 14 lectures presented. Talks were given by professors and professionals from more
than 10 different fields, including history, sociology, art, music, theater, English,
landscape architecture, chemistry, and gender studies. Experts came from England,
Nigeria, and all over the United States to present their research and experience to
students, faculty, and the general public.

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Conferences and Workshops
IGPA’s public service depends on advances in research and high-quality

expertise. IGPA has sought to contribute to and improve public affairs scholarship
and to increase institute’s reputation nationally in public affairs research. Beyond
support for individual faculty scholarship and grants, we worked to achieve this goal
through conferences and workshops that bring together scholars from around the
country on important multi-disciplinary and policy issues. Conferences at IGPA also
bring together faculty with policymakers and interested citizens to discuss, give
presentations, and make recommendations on policy issues.

Reinventing Multilateralism Conference
Experts in policymaking, economics, international conflict and security, arms-

control, disarmament, and nuclear weapons gathered for a four-day conference May
24-27, 2004.The conference, titled “Reinventing Multilaterialism,” was supported by a
grant from the MacArthur Foundation. Three teams discussed specific nuclear
situations in Asia, answered critical questions given to them about the situation, and
then drafted policy proposals beneficial to the United States’ handling of the given
issues. In essence, the groups assembled a working paper on their topic. The three
topics of focus were:

1) Nuclear materials in central and south Asia;

2) Conventional preparedness and nuclear R&D in relation to oil and southwest
Asia; and

3) East Asia and missile defense and space.

To conclude the four days of discussion and policy development, representatives
from the workshop shared their findings and proposals at a day-long conference
sponsored by IGPA. In addition to the presentation of the ideas developed in the
workshop, other experts reacted to what was proposed, providing a constructive and
critical analysis of the working papers. Differing from other American security policy
reports, this conference aimed to yield policy proposals nonpartisan in origin. The
three group papers will be combined and distributed to policymakers and researchers
both nationally and internationally.

Nurse Staffing Conference
To begin addressing the critical nurse staffing shortage issue for Illinois, IGPA,

the College of Nursing at the University of Illinois at Chicago, and the Illinois Nurses
Association hosted “Causes and Consequences of the Nurse Shortage: Developing a
Solution in Illinois.” The conference was held on June 17, 2004, at the University of
Illinois, Chicago. The conference focused public attention on the problems associated
with the nurse shortage, informed stakeholders about the current research and
legislation related to the nurse shortage, helped identify a legislative agenda, and
helped develop a consensus around policy proposals for Illinois. The first three
sessions featured expert speakers addressing different aspects of the nursing shortage
problem, including its causes, the implications for patient care, and the legislation
currently being proposed to combat the crisis. The conference concluded with a
roundtable discussion.

Social Work Conference
IGPA, in cooperation with the School of Social Work at the University of Illinois at

Urbana-Champaign, and the Association of Community Mental Health Authorities of
Illinois (ACMHAI), hosted a special, invitation-only, forum titled, “Children’s Mental
Health: Practice-Policy, Forging New Directions,” on October 31, 2003.

Mental health professionals, advocates, funders, and legislators came together to
discuss a system of care for Illinois children. National experts joined key Illinois
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stakeholders in a dialogue on mental health system reform. The meeting promoted
discussion of policy issues related to children’s mental health including systems of
care and promotion of the use of evidenced-based practice. The event was very timely
because Illinois SB1951, The Children’s Mental Health Act of 2003, had just become
law. SB1951 created the Children’s Mental Health Partnership to develop and monitor
the implementation of the Children’s Mental Health Plan in Illinois.

Law, Medicine and Policy Symposium
IGPA and the colleges of Law and Medicine co-sponsored the “Consumer Choice:

Social Welfare and Health Care Policy” Symposium, which was held March 8 and 9,
2004. This was the second annual symposium related to health care policy, and it
focused on the critical questions of consumer choice, health care financing, and
service delivery — all of which were central to the current health policy agenda. The
symposium was a forum that promoted exchange of ideas and approaches to these
important issues.

CAS Health Policy and Social Welfare Forums
IGPA and The Center for Advanced Study (CAS) sponsored a year-long initiative

coordinated by CAS resident associates Brad Schwartz (College of Medicine) and
Noreen Sugrue (Nursing Institute) titled, “Who Gets What? The Interactions of
Health Policy and Social Welfare Policy.”

On January 27, Ron Haskins gave a public lecture centered on welfare reform,
titled “Just What the Nation Needed: The Welfare Reform Law of 1996.” Haskins,
former senior advisor to President George W. Bush for welfare policy at the White
House, is senior fellow in the Economics Studies Program at Brookings Institution,
and senior consultant for the Annie E. Casey Foundation. A forum on critical issues
titled “Hospitals: To Tax or Not To Tax,” was presented on April 28. This forum
responded to the revoking of Provena Covenant Medical Center’s property tax-
exempt status by the Illinois Department of Revenue, a decision which was seen as
having major ramifications at the local, state, and national levels. Participants
included: John Colombo (professor of law), Claudia Lennhoff (executive director,
Champaign County Health Care Consumers), James Leonard (president and CEO,
Carle Foundation), Dan Stebbins (Champaign County Board of Review), James
Unland (president, The Health Capital Group and Editor, Journal of Health Care
Finance) and Mark Wiener (president and CEO, Provena Covenant Medical
Center). This panel was moderated by Dr. Schwartz and Sugrue.

IGPA and the Colleges of
Law and Medicine co-

sponsored the Law,
Medicine and Policy

Symposium "Consumer
Choice: Social Welfare

and Health Care Policy."
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Publications
A primary purpose of IGPA publications is to translate research

knowledge and expertise for a variety of audiences, including
policymakers, government officials, the leaders and staffs of non-
governmental organizations, journalists, the academe and the
general public.

Policy Forum
Brian Gaines, associate professor of political science at UIUC

and IGPA, authored the first Policy Forum of the academic year,
examining gubernatorial succession and whether states have
adequately prepared for the possibility of the death or incapacity of
their governors.

Former UIUC Chancellor Nancy Cantor wrote the second Policy
Forum, which examines higher education policymaking as it relates
to affirmative action.

Policy News
This year’s edition of Policy News examined public health issues.

The publication included articles on food safety, tobacco policy and
Medicare.

Critical Issues Paper
A critical issues paper examining ways of lessening the impact

of economic downturns on state budgets, written by Richard Dye
and David Merriman, is in publication.

Douglas Ethics Series
IGPA has begun a new publication series examining ethics in

government. The series will be based on lectures given as part of the
Paul H. Douglas Ethics in Government Program. The first
publication is based on a lecture by Nadine Strossen, executive
director of the ACLU, which examines the ethical implications of the
USA PATRIOT Act and other post-9/11 government activity.

2003 Illinois Statistical Abstract
Professor Robert Resek and his research assistants finished the

2003 Illinois Statistical Abstract in November, and it is now available
online at www.igpa.uiuc.edu/abstract/. The abstract is a
comprehensive compilation of economic and demographic data
relating to Illinois and to political subdivisions within the state. The
abstract includes data in categories from personal income to
population, and from crime to education. IGPA has been working to
improve public policy since 1949; the abstract is just one part of that
broad, ongoing effort. The abstract can be ordered on CD for $50.

Additionally, the statistical abstract was expanded this year and
a new county abstract, examining each of Illinois’ 102 counties, was
created.

Special Publications
Illinois Child Care: Making Connections, was written by Rachel

Gordon, assistant professor of sociology at UIC and IGPA, and
Elizabeth Powers,associate professor of economics at UIUC and
IGPA. This special series of briefing papers was written as a follow-
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up to the November 2001 conference of the same name co-organized by the
Conference of Women Legislators, IGPA, and the Illinois Commission on
Intergovernmental Cooperation. The papers will be made available both
electronically on IGPA’s website and in hard copy.

Brueckner and Giertz appear in Chicago Sun-Times
On December 14, 2003, the Chicago Sun-Times published an editorial by IGPA

professors Jan K. Brueckner and J. Fred Giertz. Titled “Harsh Cuts Could Lead to
U. of I. Degree in Mediocrity,” the article pointed out that the University of Illinois is
currently ranked third in the Big Ten for academic excellence, as well as being one of
the lowest cost institutions. “But the quality of the university, and the resulting
benefits for the state, are at risk because of the state budget cuts suffered by the
U. of I. over the last two years,” wrote the authors. They charge Illinois citizens with
the task of deciding between a prestigious university and a “degree in mediocrity.”
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PROGRAMS AND PARTNERSHIPS
Office of Public Management (OPM)

IGPA, through the Office of Public Management, continues to offer
 public affairs, leadership, and management education for state and

local officials. OPM offers a variety of seminars, lectures and certificate
training programs.

Leadership Enhancement and Development (LEAD) 2003-2004
IGPA supports the Office of Public Management’s LEAD program,

which was created to train municipal officials in the skills of leadership
and to equip them with the tools they need to be strong
administrators. Sessions held this year covered the topics of developing
and presenting a message, meeting challenges and opportunities,
understanding financial strategic planning, exploring issues in public
works/public safety, and enhancing community development.

OPM Ethics Seminars and New Leadership Dialog Series
OPM put together a series of workshops on ethics as well as a new

program, titled “Leadership Dialogues for Municipal Officials.”

“Exploring Ethics in Local Government” is a workshop geared
specifically for elected leaders in Illinois county government.

With Governor Rod Blagojevich’s signature, the new ethics law
became effective on January 1, 2004. There are provisions in the law that
impose obligations on local government. The recent enactment of this
ethics legislation prompted OPM to sponsor ethics workshops to help
local government officials understand how to meet the new criteria laid
out by the law. The free workshops were presented in four different
locations on four different dates throughout the month of May.

The 2004 Leadership Dialogues, one of OPM’s flagship programs, will be
focusing this year on an outstanding book written by Rudolph W. Giuliani. Written in
part before the September 11, 2001 terrorist attack on the World Trade Center and
published in 2002, Giuliani’s book, Leadership, is a story of the principles and
character of a man pushed into an unwanted role in history. Mayors, council
members, county board members, fire chiefs, police chiefs, and other public leaders,
elected and appointed, will attend separate day-long sessions to discuss their
personal perceptions and insights on leadership.

Sangamon County Regional Superintendent of Schools Workshops
Paul Craig, IGPA senior associate, organized two workshops for the Sangamon

County Regional Superintendent of Schools. The first was held November 5, 2003. It
addressed the difference between supervision and leadership and how, when, and
why the line that separates the two is blurred. The workshop focused extensively on
human resource mapping as an important guide for supervisors who must engage in
performance planning, delegation, coaching training and evaluation, as well as
addressing who must mete out discipline and rewards.

The second workshop, held on December 3, 2003, focused on leadership
principles and practices.

The Paul H. Douglas Ethics in Government Award was established in 1992 as part
of the celebration of the senator’s 100th birthday and in recognition of his outstanding
service to the people of Illinois and the nation. Paul Douglas, characterized as “the

conscience of the U.S. Senate” by his fellow senators, was a man of
extraordinary integrity and vision who set an example of what others

should strive for in public service. The award was created to honor
that example. The Paul H. Douglas Ethics in Government Program
has two components: the Paul H. Douglas Ethics in Government
Award and the Paul H. Douglas Ethics in Education Program.

In 2003 the national award selection committee chose United
States Senator Paul Sarbanes to receive the Ethics in Government

Award. U.S. senators, members of the Illinois Congressional
delegations, and other U.S. government officials, attended the award

ceremony in Washington, D.C. For 2004, New York Attorney General
Eliot Spitzer has been named the recipient of the award. A ceremony to

present the award was held September 15 in Washington, D.C.

2003 Paul H. Douglas Award Recipient: Senator Paul Sarbanes
U.S. Senator Paul Sarbanes received the Paul H. Douglas Ethics in Government

Award at a ceremony on Wednesday, June 18, 2003, in the LBJ Room of the Capitol
Building in Washington D.C.

The award’s selection committee believed Sarbanes’ record of promoting the
principles of fairness and opportunity through his ranking position in the U.S. Senate
embodies the ethical values to which Senator Douglas devoted his career.

In particular, the committee chose Sarbanes for the award because of his
participation in the Sarbanes-Oxley Act, which was signed into law by President Bush
on July 30, 2002. Price-Waterhouse-Cooper has called the act, “the single most
important piece of legislation affecting corporate governance, financial disclosure,
and the practice of public accounting since the U.S. securities laws of the early 1930s.”

Paul H. Douglas Ethics in Government Lecture Series
U.S. Senator Paul Sarbanes, the 2003 recipient of the Paul H. Douglas Ethics in

Government Award, presented “The Crisis in Corporate America: The Legislative
Response.” The lecture was sponsored by IGPA and the Paul H. Douglas Ethics in
Government Program, with the College of Law, College of Business and Department
of Accountancy. In the lecture at the College of Law, Sen. Sarbanes reflected on his
work with the Sarbanes-Oxley Act. This February 17th event drew a crowd of about
100 students, faculty, and distinguished guests.

Urbana also hosted two other Douglas program speakers. On April 8, Andrew
Sabl, assistant professor at the UCLA School of Public Policy, lectured about “Seeing
Like a Statesman: On the Virtues and Burdens of Office.” He discussed questions
concerning chief executive qualities and responsibilities in the context of Plato’s
Statesman. On April 30, John Parish, assistant professor of political science at The
Ohio State University, presented an historical overview of the concept of “dirty
hands” problems in politics. Parish considered how theoretical approaches to the
problem of ethics and politics have changed over time.

Chicago hosted a Douglas speaker as well. Jason Scorza, assistant professor of
political science at Farleigh Dickinson University, talked about “Two Concepts of
Civic Courage” on April 19. Scorza contrasted the classical republican view of civic
courage with a more ambivalent liberal concept.

These lectures will also be published as part of a new IGPA publication series
on ethics.

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Center for Prevention Research and
Development (CPRD)

  The center, which falls within IGPA’s social policy area, continues to
work to prevent social, educational, and health problems in at-risk
populations through policy analysis, applied research and evaluation,
and professional development and training. The center has a staff of
approximately 30 people; its director is Peter Mulhall. CPRD has created
successful and long-term partnerships with local, state, and national
agencies and foundations to develop solutions for emerging educational,
social, and economic challenges that the nation faces as it moves into the
21st century. The mission of CPRD is to improve the lives of children and
families, particularly those in disadvantaged environments, by serving
as a resource for local communities, state agencies and the university
community.

Study of Illinois Principals
CPRD completed a multi-method study of the status of Illinois principals by

conducting a survey of current, prospective and retired principals from across the
state. In addition, focus groups were conducted with principals to gather more in-
depth information and insight into the status of Illinois principals. Key policy makers
from business, academia, legislature, Governor’s office, and several advocacy groups
(i.e., unions, professional organizations, etc.) also were surveyed. The final document
is authored Mulhall, P., Hartter, S. & Camp, D. (2003) and titled Illinois Principals:
Instructional Leaders or Endangered Species? The study was sponsored by IGPA/CPRD
and funded by, in part, by the Illinois Principals Association.

Coordinated Data System
CPRD this year rolled out the Illinois Children and Youth Coordinated Data

System, which integrates children’s health, education, and socio-demographic data
across Illinois counties and communities using web-based, geographic information
system (GIS) mapping technology. The goal of the Coordinated Data System is to
provide every community with access to a data set that allows Illinois communities to
make informed and accurate decisions regarding resource allocation for children’s
health, education and prevention efforts. The data system is currently being beta
tested and will be upgraded for roll out next year.

Benchmarks for After-School Practices
CPRD has developed a compendium of principles that serve as benchmarks for

after-school best practices and indicators of these practices. The benchmark system
will be implemented this fall for all programs receiving funding from the Illinois
Department of Human Services’ Teen REACH programs.

Youth Engagement Curriculum
The Youth Engagement curriculum was designed and piloted with a group of

youth in Garfield Park on the west side of Chicago.  Several CPRD staff members
have been working since January teaching a small group of Chicago youth about how
federal, state and local government works, and how young citizens can become
engaged in the policy development process. The youth group is working with a city
alderman to pass a Chicago clean indoor air policy. Moreover, they have met with
representatives from public health, city alderman, and the city clerk’s office, collected
local data and will be holding community forums. Once the evaluation of the
program is completed, CPRD staff will begin disseminating the curriculum to other
youth groups in Illinois.

Peter Mulhall
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The Regional Institute of Community
Policing (RICP)

RICP, headed by Linda Drager, concentrates on specialized
development, community policing development, and partnership/
community development. Specialized development focuses on several
“train the trainer” programs, including small town and community
policing, small town and rural hate and bias crimes programs, instructor
development and facilitation skills, conflict management, problem
solving and decision making, writing successful grant proposals, gang
awareness, domestic violence, and helping train school resource officers.
Community policing development involves, basic community policing
for officers, community members, and community and government
leaders. The program also includes community policing supervisory
skills training. Partnership/community development, refers to
Capstone: Responsible Citizenship Through Community Policing, community
violence prevention, police and youth relations, nuisance abatement/landlord
training, and community mobilization.

Community Policing Recognition Award Recipients
The Illinois Association of Chiefs of Police (IACP) along with the Regional

Institute for Community Policing (RICP) and the Institute for Public Safety
Partnerships (IPSP) have collaborated on a process for recognizing Illinois
communities who engage in community-oriented policing (COP). The IACP
Community Policing Recognition Award recognizes Illinois police departments that
have outstanding COP programs. The recipients for 2003-04 were Carbondale,
Downers Grove, Evanston and Hoffman Estates. IACP made the formal
announcement and presented certificates to these agencies at their winter 2004
Training Conference.

Unified Statewide and Local Anti-Terrorism
Beginning in late February 2004, a number of state agencies began presenting the

Unified Statewide and Local Anti-Terrorism Training throughout the state of Illinois.
With the cooperative efforts of these agencies, training is expected to run through late
June 2004.The training consists of a 12-hour course taught by teams of personnel from
various federal, state and local agencies, including assistant U.S. attorneys, Federal
Bureau of Investigation, Illinois State Police, and Illinois Secretary of State Police. The
materials covered include an intelligence briefing on foreign and domestic terrorism
groups and activities, search and seizure laws, and enhanced patrolling and field
interview techniques, as well as intelligence gathering and report writing, terrorist
financing, critical incidents response, weapons of mass destruction, explosive devices,
and a discussion on terrorism scenarios.

Southern Illinois Criminal Justice Summit 2004
RICP participated in the Southern Illinois Criminal Justice Summit, held in Mt.

Vernon on February 25, 2004. The 2004 summit focused on such critical issues as elder
abuse, emotional survival of front line officers, methamphetamine and drug
endangered children, and an update on the newest legislative changes. Speaking to
more than 200 criminal justice executives in the opening session, Illinois State Police
(ISP) Director Larry Trent related the unique problems that southern Illinois faces
regarding child victimization, methamphetamine and lack of personnel and
resources. Along with the presentations, a special award was given to Colonel
Charles Brueggemann, deputy director of operations, for his work in creating the

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Southern Illinois Criminal Justice Summit. The summit has grown over the years,
bringing together more and more individuals interested in discussing criminal justice.

Volunteers in Police Service
On April 13-14, 2004, the Regional Institute for Community Policing participated

in a two-day “train-the-trainer program” as part of the nationwide roll out of the
Volunteers in Police Service (VIPS) Program. This event was hosted in Oklahoma
City, Oklahoma by the Regional Community Policing Institute. Officials from the U.S.
Department of Justice were on hand to participate.

The VIPS Program is a part of the Citizen Corps Program, a division of the USA
Freedom Corps initiative. The Citizen Corps programs share the goal of helping
communities prevent, prepare for, and respond to crime, natural disasters, and other
emergencies. The ultimate goal of the VIPS Program is to enhance the capacity of
state and local law enforcement to use volunteers.

Veteran Police Officer Training
The Illinois State Police Academy hosted the Veteran Police Officer Training in

Springfield April 12-15, 2004. Designed to bring concepts of leadership to high-
performing patrol officers, this event was presented in collaboration with RICP, the
Suburban Law Enforcement Academy and the U.S. Department of Justice. Forty-one
veteran officers who serve with distinction as role models were given the opportunity
to exchange law enforcement legal updates and prosecution procedures with other
members of the group. The ISP selected a multitude of unique leadership topics for
the training, covering the areas of leadership, promotional preparedness, asset
protection, deferred compensation, financial planning, courtroom testimony,
emotional wellness, and wellness ethics.
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Special Recognition
Members of the IGPA faculty and IGPA-affiliated faculty and staff continue to

receive recognitions for their work. In the 2003-2004 academic year, 14 faculty and
staff received special recognition.

Robert Rich
Robert Rich, professor of law at UIUC and IGPA, recently

received several honors. He was named a faculty fellow in the Office
of the Vice Chancellor for Public Engagement and Institutional
Relations at UIUC for the 2003-04, 04-05, 05-06 academic years. The
Office of Public Engagement and Institutional Relations’ faculty,
staff, and students collaborate with communities, agencies,
organizations, business, and government to address critical societal
issues and to share the university’s intellectual and cultural assets.

The European Center for Comparative Government and Public
Policy named Rich a permanent fellow. This center is funded by Humboldt
University, the Technical University, and the Free University of Berlin.

In addition to these appointed positions, Rich also was elected as the vice
president of the board of the Warren and Clara Cole Foundation, a health care
research foundation in Chicago.

Finally, Rich was invited by the U.S. State Department to do a lecture tour in
Germany from October 20-28, 2003. He lectured on health law and policy,
federalism, and the future of the social contract. The lectures were held in
Frankfurt, Munich, Stuttgart, Nurenberg, and Berlin.

Robert Kaestner
Robert Kaestner, professor of health policy and administration

at UIC and IGPA, received a grant from the Robert Wood Johnson
Foundation for approximately $150,000. He will be studying the
effect of nurse staffing levels on patient outcomes. In 2003, the Joint
Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare Organizations (JCAHO)
did find that between 1995 and 2002, inadequate nurse staffing
levels was the root cause of nearly 20 percent of all unexpected
deaths, or serious physical or psychological injuries among hospital
patients. There are relatively few studies on this subject.

Elizabeth Powers and Nicholas Powers
Elizabeth Powers, associate professor of economics at UIUC and

IGPA, and Nicholas Powers, visiting research fellow at IGPA, have received a
Disability Research Institute grant. Their project, “Employers and Persons with
Disabilities: Economic, Psychological and Legal Barriers to Increasing
Employment of SSA Beneficiaries and Applicants,” will seek to improve
understanding of the employer perspective on hiring SSA beneficiaries and
applicants, as well as workers with disabilities generally. The two researchers
take a multidisciplinary approach, applying insights from analyses of the
complex legal environment governing employee-employer relations to analysis
of specific economic and psychological issues.

Tyrone Forman, assistant professor of sociology at UIC and IGPA, and Cedric

Herring, professor of sociology at UIC and IGPA, received a National Science
Foundation grant for $503,855, for their project
“Collaborative Research on Race and Rust Belt
Revitalization: What Determines Who Lives
Where?” They and their colleagues plan to
examine the demographic, social, and attitudinal
determinants of the decision to move, including
projected and actual mobility; to identify how
African-Americans and whites find places to live
— that is, what influences where they search, how
long they search, how they search, and what
obstacles they experience in the search; to
determine the specific role of race/ethnicity, social

class, and other factors in the choices whites and African-Americans make about
the most desirable housing alternatives; and to investigate the three steps of the
housing mobility process of immigrants, as well as the implications of immigrant
presence on the mobility process of whites and African-Americans.

Naoko Muramatsu
Professor Naoko Muramatsu, assistant professor of community health

sciences at UIC and IGPA, received a National Institutes of Health/National
Institute on Aging grant for $1,521,472. Her project is titled “State Long
Term Care Policies and Elderly Well-Being,” and will investigate how
trajectories of long-term care use and well-being among elderly persons
vary as a function of state-level policies and across cohorts. It will focus
on multilevel modeling of state-level long-term care policies and
individual-level trajectories of long-term care use and well-being. The
analysis will use longitudinal data from the Health and Retirement Study
and National Long-Term Care Survey, which will be merged with state-
level policy data. Since policies and the characteristics of elderly cohorts
needing care change over time, the study also involves the compilation of
longitudinal state-level policy as well as multiple cohort analysis.

Samuel Gove
The Annual Samuel K. Gove Legislative Internship Hall of Fame reception

and induction ceremony was held at the executive mansion in Springfield on
Monday, October 27,2003. This program is sponsored by Illinois Issues
and is designed to honor the magazine’s founder, Samuel K. Gove,
director emeritus of the Institute of Government and Public Affairs, and
to recognize former state legislative interns whose subsequent careers
have been marked by outstanding public service.

The inductees were David A. Epstein, Judge, Illinois Court of Claims;
Brian McFadden, State Republican Chief of Staff; Peg Laird Mosgers,
Legislative Analyst, Senate Republican Staff; and Judith A. Redick,
Administrator, Department of Human Services (recently retired).

Peter Mulhall
